EH773 – A32 Gosport Road, Farringdon - Carriageway Resurfacing & Drainage Improvements - Advance Notification of 24 hour & Daytime Road Closures

As part of Hampshire Highways' annual programme of planned maintenance, known as Operation Resilience, and the final phase of work on the A32 Farringdon — Chawton Flood Alleviation Scheme, this letter is to inform you that we will be undertaking carriageway resurfacing and drainage works in A32 Gosport Road, Farringdon, from Woodside Lane to Kitcombe Lane.

The works are currently programmed to start on Tuesday 30 May 2023 and are expected to take up to three weeks to complete.

As previously communicated in September 2022,  the carriageway resurfacing and the drainage works for the flood alleviation scheme are being combined under one traffic management layout. This will bring on site time efficiencies and will also reduce the amount of time the road needs to be closed. We would like to thank you again for your patience and understanding as we undertake these improvements.

Installation of Drainage Pipes – Tues 30 May to Fri 2 June 2023
Drainage pipes crossing the road are to be installed at two locations, which will each be around 100m north and south of the entrance to Farringdon Industrial Centre (FIC). Due to the depth of excavation and time required for the concrete to set, the road will be closed 24 hours a day as follows (refer to the enclosed plan):

· Drainage Layout 1 (South of FIC) – Tues 30 & Weds 31May 2023
· Drainage Layout 2 (North of FIC) – Thurs 1 & Fri 2 June 2023
The location of your property or business will determine your direction of travel on each of these dates. Alternative access in and out of the Farringdon Industrial Centre will be possible via the top entrance on Brightstone Lane. 

Carriageway Resurfacing – Mon 5 to Fri 16 June 2023 (not weekends)
The carriageway resurfacing will be delivered in short sections from Kitcombe Lane to just north of Woodside Lane, and on these dates the road will be closed from 7.30am – 6pm each day, however, if works finish earlier than expected then the road will be opened sooner.

During the road closures there will be a signed diversion in place via A32, A272 and A31. When closing a main road such as the A32, we are required to install a diversion route along roads of a similar classification to ensure access still remains possible for the larger vehicles that would generally use it. 

When the works are in close proximity to your property or business vehicular access will not be possible, and unfortunately, you may experience some delays. Pedestrian access will be available at all times. 

Over the next couple of weeks engineers will be visiting the businesses in Farringdon to discuss any specific access arrangements they may have to try and help keep disruption to a minimum. 

Also, once the works have started we will be providing regular updates on the scheme web page https://www.hants.gov.uk/farringdon for everybody to access, which will give details of how the the scheme is progressing and location of works.  

Additional works off the highway and on Shirnall Hill
After the completion of the works mentioned above additional drainage improvements will be undertaken either side of Farringdon Industrial Centre (using temporary traffic lights) and on Shirnall Hill. This is still being finalised and a start date is yet to be confirmed. Further information will be available on the web page in due course.  

I will write to you again in approximately two to three weeks prior to the pipe installation and carriageway resurfacing works starting to reconfirm the dates and working hours.
